The Church since ancient times has used colors to illustrate the seasons of the church year as a way to
teach and inspire the congregation in its worsHipere are five liturgical colors accepted by most Christian
ChurchesGreen, Purple, " iiti:, Red, andBlack (or nothing).

Black, or no colors at aflare used for Good Friday as a symbol of ourfgriehe death of Christ.

Redis used for Sundays like Pentecost as it represents the tonffiesthat appeared over the heads of
the Apostles and it has come to represent the Holy Spirit. It is also used on days when we remember the
martyrdom of the Saints of the Churéted is also used for Ordinations.
